Code Enforcement Corner
Code Enforcement helps to maintain and improve the quality of life of New Castle City residents by administering an
unbiased enforcement program to correct violations of City codes. Complaint forms are available in the City office, on the

City website newcastlecity.delaware.gov or by calling 302.322.9801.

Complaints are handled on a confidential basis.

POOLS: All pools capable of holding more than two feet of water (including above-ground pools) require a building
permit. Swimming pools must be maintained in a safe, clean and sanitary condition.

MOSQUITO CONTROL: The City of New Castle will be cooperating with the State of Delaware Division of Fish & Wildlife to maximize
mosquito control in the area in an effort to combat mosquito borne diseases. The City will aggressively enforce City health codes
that require the elimination of standing water, such as in tires or buckets.

GRASS MAINTENANCE: No person being the owner or possessor of a developed or undeveloped parcel one acre in size or less shall
permit grasses or weeds to grow more than six inches high. Property owners are responsible for the maintenance and repair of
sidewalks and driveways. Keep sidewalks clear of grass and weeds.

VEHICLES: In any zoning district, it shall be unlawful to park, store, or permit to be parked or stored, other than inside a fully
enclosed building, any vehicle that is required to and does not have current registration attached to the vehicle, is inoperable in the
manner for which it is designed, is missing major components, is wrecked or is dismantled.
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
